In studying Erikson’s stages of development, we’ve discussed your past, your present, and your future. For this timeline, you’re going to focus on your future. 

To begin this assignment, look at the events listed below. Next to each event/milestone, indicate the age you think you will be when the event takes place. Then you will put this into a graphic format on a blank piece of paper (not binder paper). We will have some time to work on this in class on Friday, but I would like you to start thinking about it for homework. A good resource as you work would be your parents! After we complete this, you will be presenting your timeline to the class. If you would like to earn extra credit, you may create an electronic version of your timeline as well (though I would like for you to have a hard copy, as I will post them for Open House).

*You only need to mark your current age and the ages that mark milestones

*You will need to have 20 milestones on your timeline, which means you will need to add some of your own; if you eliminate any of the ones listed below, you will need to add your own to make up for them
