Socratic Seminar Instructions

We will complete our Socratic Seminar on Romeo and Juliet on the day of the final exam. This will be a discussion of the entire play. You will bring 10 questions/statements for stimulating discussion. 

During the seminar, every student will be required to speak three times. When you speak, you may be posing questions or you may be responding to questions that others have posed. You also need to be mindful of others’ participation. 

I will grade you based on your contributions to discussion and on your ability to allow room for others’ voices. If you don’t speak enough, you will not get a good grade. Part of your grade will also be active listening; when you are not speaking, you will need to look at the speaker and be respectful of what he is saying. 

You will have items on your desk that represent the minimum number of times that you need to speak. If you get rid of your items without speaking, you will receive a zero on the seminar. 

The seminar is worth 20 points in your Test/Quiz grade.

Writing Assignment
As part of your preparation for the Socratic Seminar and as part of a final evaluation of your writing, you will be writing a response to one of your questions/statements. You need to write a minimum of one solid page, and I will grade you based on your response, your use of evidence from the play to support your response, and your language/grammar. This will also be due at the beginning of class on May 31. You may share it with me, you may print it, or you may handwrite it (neatly). This will be worth 50 points in your Essay grade.
